CHESTNUT RIDGE UMC MINISTRY ACTION PLAN (MAP)

The Ministry Action Plan (MAP) is a decision by the Church/Administrative Council for improving
the health and effectiveness of the congregation.

Development of at least two-to-four MAPs is encouraged to strengthen the ministry of the church
and to address common areas of need identified by the assessment instrument. MAPs should be
included in Charge Conference information.

It is important that the MAPs are realistic both in scope and expectation. If the goal is set in such a
way that it is impossible to reach, the process becomes discouraging and wasteful of time and
energy. If the goal is set in such a way that it is very easy to reach, the process fails to produce its
intended goal — a significant improvement in the health and effectiveness of the congregation.
Some goals may be quantitative (e.g., increase membership, worship, small groups, financial
giving). Others may relate to improving the quality of existing programs, ministries, mission
outreach, facilities, etc.

Beginning in late August, Pastor Sang led a series of Healthy Congregation Bible Studies as
required by the NC Conference. As a result of the Studies, Four Ministry Action Plans (MAPS)
were developed as goals for Chestnut Ridge UMC to work toward. These plans were approved by
CRUMC Administrative Council and were presented at the November 6™ Charge Conference held
at Hebron UMC.

Area for Improvement: Development and support of Lay Leadership

Chestnut Ridge UMC has a reputation for having some of the best cooks in the area and we like to
share our recipes. Kim Allen, who frequently bakes our Communion Bread, has had requests for her
recipes. She graciously shares her Challah Bread Recipe with us this month.

Challah Recipe
(Bread Machine Recipe)

Put ingredients in the bread machine in the following order:

2/3 C. Water

2 Eggs

2 Tbs. Vegetable oil

2 Tbs. Sugar

1 tsp salt

3-3% C. Bread Flour
1% tsp Yeast

Set machine to dough cycle. When complete, remove dough from machine and divide into 3 pieces.
Roll each piece into a rope about 14 inches long. Slightly dampen ends and press them together. Then
gently braid the ropes (Don't pull or stretch the dough.) Slightly dampen remaining ends, press together
and tuck when finished. Place on a greased baking sheet. Cover and let rise for about 45 minutes.
Brush top with 1 beaten egg. Bake in a preheated 350 degree oven for 45 minutes.

Things to note:

*Don’t pull the dough when you make the ropes or when you braid. If you do, the resulting bread will
have “stretch marks.”

*Watch the bread. In my oven, | usually cover it with tin foil after about 15 minutes.
